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Prayer can put you in touch with the one true God. The one true God is the God of Abraham, 
Isaac and Jacob. The one true God is the God of the Old Testament and the New Testament that 
we call the Holy Bible. The one true God is the God of the Bible who is God the Father, God the 
Son (Jesus) and God the Holy Spirit. The one true God is the creator of heaven and earth and is 
the one who has created you and me and everything that exists. 

The one true God is almighty (omnipotent), knows everything (omniscient), and is everywhere

Jeremiah 29:11-13 is good 
verses to keep in mind. "For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, 
thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end. Then shall ye call upon me, and 
ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will hearken unto you. And ye shall seek me, and find me, 
when ye shall search for me with all your heart."(KJV) 

Prayer releases the power of the one true God to go work in your behalf. As born again 
believers in the one true God, we have an everlasting blood covenant through Jesus Christ with 
our heavenly Father that guarantees us the benefit of receiving all the power and resources of 
heaven to meet our needs. Philippians 4:19 says, "But my God shall supply all your need 
according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus."(KJV) Also 1 John 5:14-15 gives us that same 
assurance. "And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to 
his will, he heareth us: and if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have 
the petitions that we desired of him."(KJV)
